Tie early trading companies did differ strikingly from modern multinationals in many
respects. They depended heavily on the national governments of their home countrics and
thus characteristically acted abroad to promote national interests. Their fop managers were
typically owners with a substantial minority share, whereas senior managers’ holdings in
modern multinationals arc usually insignificant.
